Mary Mediatrix and Co-Redemption

POPE FRANCIS HAS USED THE PIOUS DESCRIPTION “MOTHER OF ALL” with reference to the 
Blessed Virgin Mary on many other occasions as well:

May Mary, Mother of the Prince of Peace and  MOTHER OF ALL THE PEOPLES OF THE EARTH, 
accompany and sustain us at every step of our journey of reconciliation. (Message for World 
Day of Peace, 12-8-19)
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In a remarkable  homily delivered on 1 January 2016, Pope Francis stated:

Composed by an unknown author, it has come down to us as a heartfelt prayer spontaneously 
rising up from the hearts of the faithful: “Hail Mother of mercy, Mother of God, Mother of 
forgiveness, Mother of hope, Mother of  grace  and Mother full of holy gladness”. In these few 
words we �nd a summary of THE FAITH OF GENERATIONS OF MEN AND WOMEN WHO, WITH 
THEIR EYES FIXED FIRMLY ON THE ICON OF THE BLESSED VIRGIN, have sought her 
intercession and consolation. . . .

For us, MARY IS AN ICON OF HOW THE CHURCH MUST OFFER FORGIVENESS TO THOSE WHO 
SEEK IT. The Mother of forgiveness teaches the Church that the forgiveness granted on 
Golgotha knows no limits. Neither the law with its quibbles, nor the wisdom of this world with 
its distinctions, can hold it back. The Church’s forgiveness must be every bit as broad as 
that  offered by Jesus on the Cross and by Mary at his feet. There is no other way. It is for this 
purpose that the Holy Spirit made the Apostles the effective ministers of forgiveness, so what 
was obtained by the death of Jesus may reach all men and women in every age (cf.  Jn  20:19-
23).

Pope Francis also makes numerous references to the  “intercession” of Mary.  He  stated on 9-
10-17: “May the Most Blessed Virgin Mary intercede for the world’s needs and for every one 
of her children.” And  on 7-24-13: “We have a Mother who always intercedes for the life of her 
children.” And  on 1-1-18: “She intercedes, aware that as a mother she can, indeed, must, make 
present to the Son the needs of men, especially the weakest and most disadvantaged.” And  on 
12-8-15:  “Through the intercession of Immaculate Mary, may mercy take possession of our 
hearts and transform our whole life.”

[W]e are called to establish a true communion with Jesus . . . May the Virgin Mary help us in 
this. . . . we invoke her as ‘MARY GATE OF HEAVEN’, a gate that traces the form of Jesus 
precisely: the door to God’s heart, a demanding heart, but one that is open to us all. (8-25-19)
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May the Mother of God, QUEEN OF THE SAINTS AND  GATE OF HEAVEN, intercede for our 
journey of holiness and for our loved ones who have gone before us and who have already 
departed for the heavenly Homeland. (11-1-17)

DETHRONING THE POPE’S 
QUEEN OF HEAVEN

In October 2013 Pope Francis moved the image of Our Lady of Fatima from the Portuguese 
Shrine where it usually resides to Rome. The purpose of his action was to offer a Mass and 
consecrate the world to Mary. (National Catholic Register, October 15, 2013). Clearly, Pope Francis is 
bound up in Mariolatry and worships the so-called Queen of Heaven. In a message at Vatican City 
on June 1, 2014, he stated, “She is already in the house of the Father, she is the Queen of Heaven, 
and so we invoke her at this time, but just as Jesus is with us, she walks with us, she is the Mother of 
our hope” (Catholic News Agency, June 1, 2014).

At another event on the same day he prayed, “May Mary, the Queen of Peace, assist us all with 
her maternal intercession. Mary, Queen of Peace, pray for us.” Besides invoking Mary as the 
Queen of Heaven and Queen of Peace, Romanists also call her the Queen of the Universe, Queen of 
the Church, Queen of the Apostles, and Queen of Angels. It will be obvious to any who read the Word 
of God that the claims being made by this pope and the Church of Rome regarding Mary are contrary 
to Scripture. They are also in con�ict with the Bible’s teaching on the person and work of Christ.

Rome ascribes to Mary many of the attributes of Christ. The Church of Rome claims that Mary was 
born sinless (Catechism of the Catholic Church, 1994, paragraphs 491–492) and that she lived 
a sinless life (411). They say that Mary was a virgin all her life (499–500). They make her out to 
be a co-redeemer with Christ (964–60) and say that she was taken up into heaven in her body (974) 
where she now serves as a mediator between men and Christ and dispenses grace to men (969–75). 
She sits as queen beside Christ in heaven and rules the world along with Him (966). She is to receive 
the worship and prayers of God’s people (971).

God’s people must understand that Rome’s statements regarding Mary are perversions of Scripture. 
There is absolutely no foundation in the written Word of God to support Rome’s claims about Mary. In 
fact, what it says about Mary often runs contrary to express statements of Scripture. Historians and 
theologians such as Augustine, Chrysostom, Ambrose, Anselm, Thomas Aquinas, and even 
pope Gregory the Great opposed the doctrine of the “Immaculate Conception.” These men 
were merely following the Word of God, which is completely silent concerning Mary’s conception 
and birth.
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The Scripture says that “there is none righteous, no, not one” (Romans 3:10) and that “all have 
sinned, and come short of the glory of God” (Romans 3:23). These universal statements apply to 
Mary as much as to the rest of us. The only person they do not apply to is Christ. Scripture 
declares that He is sinless (1 Peter 2:22; 1 John 3:5; Hebrews 7:26). Also, the Scriptures are very 
clear that Mary had at least six other children and it even names her sons (Mark 6:3). In addition, 
there is also no mention of Mary’s being assumed bodily into heaven or of her helping in the work of 
salvation in any fashion. Paul asserts, “For there is one God, and one mediator between God and 
men, the man Christ Jesus” (1 Timothy 2:5). If Mary were doing the work of mediatrix and 
intercessor, there would be two mediators between God and men, both Christ and Mary, and the 
apostle Paul would be wrong.

In conclusion, we must also note that people who worship Mary as the Queen of Heaven often 
consider her to have preeminence over Christ. Rome teaches that since she is the mother of Christ, she 
is able to turn the head of Christ to do her bidding. Roman Catholics believe that Christ is busy ruling 
the universe and may not have compassion for His people the way His mother Mary does. They say 
that if you can get hold of Mary’s heart and ear, she will then be able to convince her Son to answer 
your prayer. That is clearly evident in the prayers of Pope Francis mentioned above.

It is truly blasphemous, however, to think that anyone could have more compassion than the 
Lord Jesus Christ. It is He who invites us: “Come unto me, all ye that labour and are heavy laden, 
and I will give you rest” (Matthew 11:22). And it is Christ’s throne of grace that Paul exhorts us 
to approach boldly “that we may obtain mercy, and �nd grace to help in time of need” (Hebrews 
4:16).

We rejoice that the Lord Jesus Christ is on the throne and that He is not too busy to hear our 
prayers. As God, the second person of the Trinity, He is all-knowing to hear our prayers and He is 
all-powerful to answer them. As Jesus alone is the divinely appointed mediator between God and 
men there cannot be two mediators. Since Mary was merely human, subject to death, and in need of a 
Saviour herself, no such of�ce was given to her.

We cannot allow this perversion of the gospel through which men and women are led to worship a 
false queen of heaven. We lament this lie of Mariolatry and pray for souls to be led out of its soul-
destroying error. May they hear the words of the Saviour who said, “I am the way, the truth, and 
the life. No man cometh unto the Father but by me” (John 14:6). It is Christ alone who can save 
and He will most certainly hear and answer the sinner’s cry for salvation.
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POPE FRANCIS ASKS VIRGIN MARY TO MOVE 
INVESTORS TO FUND MEDICINE. QUEEN OF FINANCIAL 

INVESTMENTS AND FILTHY LUCRE.
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ROME — Pope Francis called on the Virgin Mary Saturday to touch the hearts of world �nanciers to stop 
investing “huge sums” of money in armaments but to invest in cures for future pandemics. In April, the 
pontiff  announced  a month-long rosary prayer marathon to ask God for a swift end to the 
coronavirus pandemic, at which time the Vatican said the pope himself would kick off the crusade 
on May 1.

On Saturday, Francis  presided  over the prayer of the rosary in Saint Peter’s Basilica in the Vatican, 
joining in prayer with “the faithful and with all people of good will, to entrust into the hands of our holy 
mother the whole of humanity, severely tested by this pandemic period.” “Every day of this month of May 
we will entrust to you, Mother of Mercy, the many people who have been touched by the virus and 
continue to suffer its consequences,” he said.

Following the rosary prayer, the pope offered a series of petitions to the Virgin Mary for those affected 
by the coronavirus in different ways. “O Virgin Mary, turn your merciful eyes to us in this coronavirus 
pandemic, and comfort those who are lost and weeping for their dead loved ones, buried sometimes in a 
way that wounds the soul,” he said, while also remembering “those who are anxious about the uncertain 
future and the consequences on the economy and work.”

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“As in Cana, intervene with your divine Son, asking him to comfort the families of the sick 
and victims and to open their hearts to trust,” he said.

The pope went on to pray for doctors, nurses, health personnel, and volunteers, asking for 
strength, kindness, and health.

“Holy Virgin, enlighten the minds of men and women of science, so that they find the right 
solutions to overcome this virus,” he continued. “Assist the leaders of nations to work with 
wisdom, concern, and generosity.”

“Holy Mary, touch people’s consciences so that the huge sums used to increase and perfect 
armaments may be destined instead to promote suitable studies to prevent similar 
catastrophes in the future,” he said.

“O Mary, consoler of the afflicted, embrace all your troubled children and obtain that God 
intervenes with his almighty hand to free us from this terrible epidemic, so that life can 
resume its normal course in serenity,” he said.

ROME — Pope Francis has added “Comfort of Migrants” to the litany of traditional titles by which 
Catholics invoke the Virgin Mary. In a  letter  dated June 20, Cardinal Robert Sarah, who heads the 
Vatican’s Congregation for Divine Worship, declared that the title of “Comfort of Migrants” would be 
added to the “Litany of Loreto,” along with two other new Marian titles: Mother of Mercy and Mother 
of Hope.

“The Church which walks along the pathways of history as a pilgrim towards the heavenly 
Jerusalem and enjoys inseparable communion with Christ her Spouse and Saviour, entrusts 
herself to her who believed in the word of the Lord,” Cardinal Sarah wrote.

“We know from the Gospel that the disciples of Jesus had in fact learned from the very beginning to 
praise her as ‘blessed amongst women’ and to count on her maternal intercession,” the cardinal said. 
In his letter, Sarah notes that over the centuries, Christian piety has reserved numerous titles for the 
Virgin Mary, such as Refuge of Sinners, Comforter of the Af�icted, and Help of Christians. “Even in this 
present moment, which is marked by feelings of uncertainty and trepidation, devout recourse to 
her, which is full of affection and trust, is deeply felt by the People of God,” he states.

The cardinal concludes his brief missive by announcing that Pope Francis “wishes to provide that 
in the formulary of the litany of the Blessed Virgin Mary, called ‘The Litany of Loreto,’ the invocations 
‘Mater misericordiæ,’ ‘Mater spei’ and ‘Solacium migrantium’ should be inserted.” Along with care for 
the environment, Francis has made attention to the plight of migrants a hallmark of his seven years as 
pope, often calling on political leaders to show greater openness to immigration.
